The ce-
ment is packaged in 4 ft. flexible sections and is 
measured to cover the specific tracing system 
being installed. Both hardening and non-
hardening cements are available with operating 
temperatures up to 1250°F. Quick Trace comes 
standard with a 4 ft. galvanized metal channel 
that compresses and forms the cement to the 
tracer and pipe wall while providing mechanical 
and weather protection for the tracing system.

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Remove dirt and excessive rust scale from the 
process pipe using rags or wire brushes. 

Position the tubing tracer on the pipe wall 
using tie wire or banding. 

Place a 4 ft. section of Quick Trace over the 
tracer. Cut bag at both ends. 

Place the 4 ft. metal channel over the Quick 
Trace. Attach band at midpoint and tighten. 

As you tighten the outer bands any excess 
cement will flow out the ends of the channel. 

Complete installation by applying three 1/2” 
wide stainless steel bands for each 4 ft. sec-
tion of tracing.  Measure 18” out in both direc-
tions from the center band and secure.
